Read	Acts	20:28-32	
Review	from	Sunday’s	sermon:	Sadly,	everything	we	learned	last	week	about	the	world’s	attack	on	the	
Bible	 has	moved	 inside	 the	Church.	 Every	 time	 the	Church	has	drifted	 away	 from	being	 the	 faithful	
body	 of	 Christ	 on	 earth,	 its	 cause	 has	 been	 the	 treatment	 of	 the	 Scriptures.	 Biblical	 liberalism	 has	
infected	every	historic	mainline	denomination.	Churches	faithful	to	the	Word	are	dwindling	always.		
	
1.	Liberalism	is	not	new.	The	 first	churches	dealt	with	 those	who	moved	 in	 to	spread	 false	 teaching.

The	
scriptural	 qualifications	 and	 structure	 for	 church	 leadership.	 The	 necessity	 and	 obligation	 for	 the	
Church	to	police	itself,	the	covenant	and	role	of	Israel,	the	literal	acceptance	of	the	prophetic	books.
